. the land of fire and ice—what better way to explore it than in a 4x4,
traversing remote tracks forged by Vikings? This adventure goes beyond the
typical tourist path, taking you through the stunning and remote central
highlands allowing you to experience parts of Iceland rarely seen by others.
Along the way, you'll enjoy a mix of accommodations from mountain huts to
cosy hotels and guesthouses, ensuring comfort and authenticity as you
discover this stunning landscape.
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Arrlva| in the most nort|'1|y CO.pItClI city in the world
and make your own way to our accommodation
centrally located in Reykjavik. 5pm briefing with
your local guide followed by a welcome dinner. If
you would like to explore Reykjavik, we
recommend arriving a day or two early.

Private room with bathroom
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After breakfast we will be transferred to collect our
4x4s. First stop is Thingvellir, home of the ancient
Icelandic Viking parliament that is a UNESCO world ™
heritage site. It's then a short walk to Oxararfoss
where the basalt rock formations in Thingvellir
National Park create this spectacular waterfall. Next
we visit Hdifoss Iceland’s second highest waterfall as
well as a dip in the secret lagoon if we have time.
We will drop into our hut and organise our sleeping
arrangements then take a visit to Hjalparfoss a
picturesque pair of cascades near the merging of 2
rivers located in the lava fields of Mt. Hekla then
come back to our hut for dinner. Bunk style
accommodation with shared facilities

Hellishéluy

Today our route takes us east of river Thjorsé and head,
onto the F roads, only open to 4x4s in the Summer. We

start on the Landmannaleid F road through the locations
of Bjarnalén; Hrafntinnusker; Laufafell; Laufahraun; and
Thrihyrningur travelling mostly on the most remote back
roads. Optional ATV tour this evening (additional cost).
Private room with bathroom
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Early in the morning, weather and rivers permitting,
we head into the Thorsmérk National Park visiting
Seljalandsfoss on the way. This majestic mountain
range features hiking trails amid sweeping canyons,
glaciers & wildlife. Rivers to cross include Steinholtsg,
Hvannd and Stakkholtsa. We'll follow the South
Fjallabak track, north of Myrdalsjskull glacier. wWe
visit places like Einhyrningur; Markarfljétsgljofur
Canyon; Emstrur; Maelifellssandur; Maelifell; HéIms4;
Axlafoss; and Alft avétn hut in the beautiful valley of
Alft avatnakrskur.

Shared dorm - bunk house style, our group has its own
shared bathroom
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Our first stop is Eldgj& canyon formed during a
gigantic eruption in 934, this 50km |ong volcanic
canyon is 600m wide 8 200m deep. At Ofeerufoss
there is a hike to the waterfall, approx. 20 minutes
each way or we can drive an interesting route to
look at the waterfall. If the weather allows we'll visit.
Langisjér to take in the views and then on through
Fjallabak Nature Reserve. Other places we may visit
today include: Ljétipollur a crater with interesting
colours and lake at the bottom; B|c’1|’1y|ur, another
waterfilled crater; and Sigoldufoss waterfall
accessible by a 10 minute walk.

Private room with bathroom
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Today we follow an ancient Viking route crossing the
central highlands, still marked by some original cairns.
We follow the Sprengisandur route crossing Iceland from:
South to North for approx. 250km. We'll stop at Nyidalur:
FI Mountain Hut for coffee. We'll visit Aldeyjarfoss a
scenic 20m. waterfall amidst black basalt columns
formed by lava thousands of years ago before traveling
on to Lake Myvatn and our 2 night stay at Vogafjés Farm.
Private room with bathroom
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A day in the Myvatn area visiting Skdtustadag igar a
series of pseudocraters formed by lava flow, surrounded *
by Lake Myvatn; wetlands, known for birdlife; Grjétagja
an ancient lava cave that houses a geotherma| spring
once used for bathing; Mt. Namafjall (Namaskard); Krafla
Lava Fields; Lake Viti; Myvatn Nature Baths lagoon like -
outdoor baths with milky blue mineral-rich water, naturally
heated by hot springs. If you would like to take a ride on
an lcelandic horse - this is the place to try it! ‘

Private room with bathroom
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We will travel the Diamond Circle and then on to
Akureyri at the north of the country. We will visit:
Dettifoss Europe's most powerful waterfall in
Vatnajékull National Park; Hlj¢dakletta; Vesturdalur;
Asbyrgi; Tjérnes; Hisavik; Godafoss Waterfall before
arriving in Akureyri. We also hope to spot some Puffins
along the way. Akureyri is a city at the base of
Eyjafjérdur Fjord in northern Iceland. In the centre
stands the 1940 Akureyri Church with interesting
stained-glass windows.

Private room with bathroom
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Free day for optional activities or to relax in
Akureyri, "Capital of the North," and Iceland's
second-largest urban area. It boasts stunning
mountain views, vibrant cultural attractions, historic
charm, botanical garden and picturesque harbour.
Private room with bathroom
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We will drive into the bottom of Eyjafjordur Fjord, -
then into the highland black desert to visit ]
Laugafell pool. Get your swimmers out you won't
want to miss a dip in the warm waters here. After a
lunch break we head for our hotel in the small ‘
coastal village of Bléndués.

Kerlingarjoll

We head back to the interior on yet another track
heading for Kerlingarfjsll. Along the way we'll visit
Glaumbeer in Skagafjéraur with old farmhouse
bui|o|ings,' Skagafjordur and head north of
Bléndulén; and Hveravellir Natural hot springs on
the picturesque Kjslur plateau.

Private room with bathroom in the hostal
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Today we make our way to Borgarfjordur. We'll
vist on route: Hvitdrvatn; Blafellshals; Hlsaufell;
Skjaldbreiour; Lundarreykjadalur;
Deildartunguhver; Krauma; Reykholt and
Hraunfossar where waterfalls cascade into the
Hvitd river over ledges of lava rock. We will also
visit Geysir and Gullfoss along the route as well as -
the caves at Vidgelmir for the 1600 hours tour '
which lasts for around 1.5 hours. This massive lava
tube cave features unique colours & formations.

Private room with bathroom
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The primary activity today is to visit the
Langjskull Glacier and take part in the Into the
Glacier Tour. We'll then start our journey back
to Reykjavik to drop off our cars and transfer
back to our accommodation and enjoy a
farewell dinner.

The route is planned largely avoiding main roads with extensive travel off road and on
remote tracks, trails and through river crossings.

As a result, sudden weather changes are
common, and travellers should prepare accordingly. Temperatures should range between
7-15 degrees C. There is a strong chance of rain. We will supply a packing list to help
you pack the correct clothing for the weather you will encounter. The days will be very
long at this time of year maximising the amount of time you can spend exploring.
